The release of Inherit the Ashes comes at a high-visibility point for Alvis, as Family Spirits introduces his
work to a broader audience. But this is not a spin-off or side project. It is a body of work shaped by years
of internal reckoning. This EP is not part of the brand. It is the origin of the voice behind it.

Inherit the
Ashes does not ask for attention. It earns it.
