An integral part of the film is its original song titled “I Feel Stronger,” an inspiring and energetic
composition created in collaboration with a German creative team. The song was designed and
produced in Germany under Rox Studio in Frankfurt.

The lyrics of “I Feel Stronger” were written by Ashwin Karthik and Hrishtune (Hrishikesh Jadhav).

Hrishtune, born Hrishikesh Jadhav in Kolhapur, Maharashtra, is an Indian animation director, writer,
musical artist, and visual storyteller. He is recognized for creating emotionally driven animated works
that combine music and cinematic storytelling. His projects often focus on meaningful themes, blending
visual depth with narrative purpose.
