His
teaching emphasizes Jewish text, prayer, Hebrew language, lifecycle traditions, and Jewish history.
Services balance structure with meaningful explanation. Adult learning sessions encourage questions
and discussion.

Community members describe a stronger sense of connection. Holiday observances have drawn
broader participation. Volunteer efforts have increased. Social gatherings now bring together multiple
generations.

Rabbi Jeremy Gerber has also prioritized outreach beyond regular attendees. Prospective members are
invited to meet leadership, attend services, and explore programs without pressure. The goal is clarity
and inclusion.
