As corporate Canada redefines the post-pandemic workplace, spatial design is shifting
toward occupant well-being. The expo will feature dedicated pavilions tracking:

Circadian-Disruptive Prevention: Solid-state systems designed to mirror natural daylight
cycles in healthcare, corporate, and educational institutions.

Wireless Control Ecosystems: Seamless integration of IoT sensors and lighting nodes with
existing building management systems (BMS) to slash commercial energy consumption by up to
40%.

The Circular Lighting Movement: A deep dive into sustainable manufacturing, focusing on
fixtures designed for disassembly, upgrading, and recycling to eliminate e-waste.

"Lighting is no longer an afterthought or a simple line item in a blueprint—it is the central nervous system
of modern, sustainable architecture," says Himani Gulati, Director of International Markets at MEX
International Inc. "Canada Light Expo 2026 brings the world's most disruptive engineering minds under
one roof to give Canadian developers the precise tools they need to build for tomorrow."

Unlocking High-Value Knowledge

The 2026 educational track is anchored by Canada Light Talks and The Lighting Workshop. Led by an
elite advisory council featuring visionaries like Deborah Gottesman (Gottesman Associates) and Dan
Hadash (lightSPACE at SMP Engineering), these sessions offer professional development credits while
tackling controversial industry topics, from navigating supply chain bottlenecks to fighting the
commoditization of high-end design.

Additionally, the newly expanded Connections Section will host dedicated matchmaking hours, pairing
global manufacturers looking for North American distribution with premium independent agencies,
specification reps, and regional buyers.
